Four girls with different family backgrounds are facing different problems but their parents, due
to being busy at work, are neglecting to provide the support and strength needed by their children. This made
the girls feel that their parents do not understand them nor care about what they think. In order to forget their
unhappiness, they are tempted to take drugs.

Second Scene

Evildoers show drugs to the group of depressed students in a karaoke box and claim that the drug -
“nepenthe” - is the world’s greatest invention. When the students show their hesitation, evildoers put it into
the students’ drinks.

Third Scene

After taking the drugs, students dance wildly in the karaoke club and then pass out unconscious in a park.
Worried parents are looking for them. In the meantime, there is a seminar in the park organized by the Hong
Kong Girl Guides Association with the theme of “Harmonious Family”. The parents are attracted by the talk.
A girl who used to be a drug addict admonishes youngsters against taking drugs and indicates the adverse
impact of drugs on her before. Finally, everything is back onto the right track and a group of Girl Guides dances
to celebrate.
